Scholarship Requirements 

To Be Eligible for PTSA Scholarship, the applicant must: 

1. Be a graduating senior in the year the scholarship is being offered.  
2. Show potential for a successful use of the scholarship funds.  
3. The applicant or parent must be a member of the Oak Grove High School PTSA.  
4. Present a completed application with two (2) letters of recommendation:  

a. One (1) letter must be from a high school faculty member who is familiar with 
the applicant's academic performance.  

b. One (1) letter must be from a non-school related person or community 
member outside the school setting who is familiar with the applicant's 
involvement and participation in community activities.  

c. Be sure that the letters of recommendation address the criteria listed below.  
d. Applicants must write a 200 word personal statement describing their 

personal attributes, unique qualities and future goals. 

5. Meet the following criteria:  

a. A high school grade point average should reflect academic achievement of at 
least a 2.5 average if applying for a four (4) year institution or a 2.0 for a two 
(2) year institution or trade school. 

b. Involvement in and sensitivity to human, social and civic issues. 
c. Characteristic traits such as responsibility, reliability and integrity. 
d. Academic and vocational potential. 
e. Special Achievements.  

6. Scholarship recipients must be (one of the following):  

a. Registered in an approved 4-Year College, Junior College, or Vocational 
Institution of higher learning 

b. Able to present an acceptance letter from the institution
